RECIPE:  ROASTED VEGETABLE SOUP 
INGREDIENTS: 
 1 Large Butternut   
2 Large Carrots   
1 Medium Onion  
1 Large Sweet Potato 
1 Large Red Pepper  
2 Tbsp. chopped Celery stalks    
2 Tsp. mixed herbs 
2 Tsp. chopped garlic 2 Cups water   
2 Cups vegetable stock   
Seasoning / salt 
2 Tbsp. chopped coriander    
1 Tbsp. Olive Oil    
1 Cup coconut milk (optional) 
 
METHOD: 
1.  Cut all vegetables into chunks 
2.  Place into a large oven tray together with the garlic, mixed herbs and oline oil. 
3.  Mix together thoroughly and bake in oven at 180 degrees for 30-45minutes. Stir once. 
4.  In a large pot add vegetables, celery, water and stock. 
5.  Simmer 20-30 minutes. 
6.  Liquidize the soup in batches. 
7.  Add coconut milk, chopped coriander and season to taste. 
8. Simmer gently to heat through and serve 
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
